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English - Curriculum for the 10th Grade 

A: The Program

     The main goal of this year’s English course is to improve your English skills in reading, writing, listening, and speaking.  This will be done in a way that is both productive and enjoyable. 
     This year’s school texts are the “Making Sense” course book and workbook, and “Literature for 4 Points.” These books include interesting texts and activities on a lot of topics, and you should find them interesting and challenging. You should bring “Making Sense” to every class, unless told otherwise; and “Literature for 4 Points” only when told in advance. Also, you will be expected to have the Oxford Dictionary (English-English-Hebrew) at all classes. Bring your loose-leaf, including A4 paper, to all your lessons. 

While you will not be taking any Bagrut tests this year, we will be studying two pieces of Literature which will end up being a part of your grade for module D of the Bagrut. They are the poem “Count That Day Lost,” by George Elliot, and the short story “Thank You, Ma’am,” by Langston Hughes. There will be a separate grade for each of these. All the materials you will need for this are in the “Literature for 4 Points” book.

We will also be reading two books over the course of the year, one as a class and one individually. You will be told more about this later on.
Additionally, you will be provided with outside material from time to time, and you’ll be given a number of tasks and activities which will give you the opportunity to show your progress in English. These projects will also allow self-expression, as you will be able to choose what you present and how you present it.

B: Rights and Responsibilities:


1: Students have the right (זכות) to a teacher who comes to class on time, prepared to teach the material.


2: Students have the right to a teacher who will be consistent (עקבי) and fair in grading and disciplinary matters (משמעת).

3: Students have the right to a teacher who will recognize each student as an individual, and who will be available to help them as needed.

1: Students have the responsibility (אחריות) to come to class on time, with whatever study materials and work materials are needed. 

2: Students have the responsibility to hand in all work on time, and to get permission in advance for anything handed in late.  

3: Students have the responsibility to help build a pleasant atmosphere for learning and to treat the other students and teacher with respect.

D:  Additional Information

1: If a student comes late to class, he should come in in a way that avoids disturbing the other students. If attendance had already been taken, it is the student’s responsibility to remind the teacher to mark him as present.
