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English - Curriculum for the 11th Grade – Dovrei Anglit
A. The Program:
This year, your final year of English studies in high school, will be a busy one. In order to successfully complete the 5 point Bagrut program, several tasks remain. 1: We must complete the Literature log, to finish module F. 2: We must become skilled in completing the unseens that are found in module G. 3: We must become proficient in writing the type of essay found in module G. 4: We must write research papers and learn to present them; which is a component of module G. 5: We must complete the extensive reading requirements.

There is no course book, but students are expected to own a copy of “Bagrut Plus for Module G,” and to bring it to every class, unless told otherwise. We will be studying one poem, “Casey at the Bat,” by Ernest Thayer; and one short story, “A Retrieved Reformation,” by O. Henry. These pieces of literature and their accompanying texts will be distributed when they are studied.


The students will receive the information concerning the research project later in the year, before we begin working on it. 

Additionally, you will be provided with outside material which will be handed out from time to time, and you’ll be given a number of tasks and activities, which will give you the opportunity to demonstrate your proficiency in English. These projects will also allow self- expression, as you will be able to choose what you present and how you present it.

B: Rights and Responsibilities:

1: Students have the right to a teacher who comes to class on time, prepared to teach the material.


2: Students have the right to a teacher who will be consistent and fair in grading and disciplinary matters.

3: Students have the right to a teacher who will recognize each student as an individual, and who will be available to assist them as needed.

1: Students have the responsibility to come to class on time, with whatever study materials and work materials are needed. 

2: Students have the responsibility to hand in all assignments in a timely manner, and to obtain permission in advance for any late submissions. 
3: Students have the responsibility to help foster an atmosphere conducive to learning and mutual respect.
