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English – Curriculum for the 11th Grade – 5pts.

     This year’s course of study has four main objectives:

1. To reach high levels of proficiency in 4 domains – accessing information from written texts, social interaction, written presentation and appreciation of literature, culture and language.

2. The writing of the first of the 3 modules towards a 5 point bagrut (module E).

3. The writing of a research project, time permitting.
4. The writing of a literature log towards the second module of a 5 point bagrut (module F).
     This year’s texts are "Literature for 5 Points – Option 2", "Bagrut Plus + for Module E" and "All My Sons". The latest edition of "The Oxford Dictionary" is to be present in class at all times. Also make sure that you always have your English loose-leaf with all its contents in class.

 A. The 4 Domains 

    a. Accessing information from written texts - excerpts of books and stories, magazine and  

        newspaper articles, interviews and radio interviews, advertisements, fact sheets and case studies

    b. Social interaction - expressing opinions and feelings, making joint decisions, brainstorming and 
        discussions

    c. Written presentations - workbook exercises, paragraph and composition writing, writing a 
        project

    d. Appreciation of literature, culture and language - stories and poems, related vocabulary and 
        grammar

    a. 1 play – "All My Sons"
    b. 1 short story - "The Enemy"                                                                                                         
C. Learning strategies

      Specific attention will be paid to the learning strategies required in order to effectively answer all        

      types of questions on your bagrut. 

II. Extensive Reading and Book Tasks

    A. You will be asked to read 2 books over the year, each of them being approximately 200 

         pages.
    B. You will be asked to prepare a task on each book in class, however you may prepare your ideas 
         ahead of time in order to facilitate the writing of your book tasks.

III. Research Project

    A. Thirty percent (30%) of your final grade in one of the modules is based on a research project.

    B. The project will be written in a guided manner over a 4 week period, later on in the year.  
         All class time will be devoted to the project, but students needing additional time will be 
         expected to work outside of class as well in order to complete the project on time.

    C. The project which will be completed this year must be saved, as you will be tested on this 
         project next year as 60% of your grade on the oral bagrut. 

V. Grade Evaluation

    A. Report card grade

        1. 10% - attendance and participation        
        2. 10% - outside reading and book tasks.

        3. 40% - Class work – unseens, writing assignments, etc.
        4. 40% - tests and quizzes

        1. 60% - exams, quizzes, class work, attendance and participation

        2. 40% - mock bagrut exams

VI. Requirements
    A. Attendance – You are expected to attend classes regularly and to avoid coming late to class.  
         Proper attendance will assure added success in your studies.

    B. Assignments

        1. All assignments are to be submitted on time.  Students who are absent are expected to make 
            up the work and submit it within one week upon returning to English class.

        2. Assignments are to be typed or written clearly.  (Projects are to be typed.) Assignments are to  

            be submitted in blue or black ink only.  Assignments written in pencil or in other color inks 
            will not be accepted. 

    C. Exams and quizzes – You will be given approximately 3 exams each semester and a number of 
         additional quizzes, announced and unannounced.  Students who are absent on the day of an 
         exam – for a legitimate reason -  will be given a make up exam,                                                                                               

    D. You are expected to behave in class in a way that reflects the values, which are taught in the 
         yeshiva.  Nothing less than appropriate behavior will be accepted. This includes the appropriate 

         use – or I should say lack of use – of cellular phones and the like!!!                                                                                        

    E. Finally, you are expected to be equipped with an extra dose of initiative and extra helpings of 
         good will!  I am certain that with your cooperation this year will be a pleasant and productive 
         one.
